MINUTES OF MARCH 19, 2007
Meeting called to order at 7:31p.m. by ZBA Chair Margaret Coleman.  Pledge to the flag.

Approval of Agenda:  Motion by Hanshaw, supported by Walters to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion CARRIED unanimously.  
Approval of Minutes:  Coleman asks for a roll call vote to approve the minutes of the March 5, 2007 Planning Commission Meeting with the following corrections:  On Page 2, General Public Comment, "Thompson asked with certification of the minutes will occur." Should be "when" certification of the minutes will occur.  Also, on the first line of page one should read "Meeting called to order at 7:30 p.m.".  Roll Call Vote:  All ayes.  Motion CARRIED unanimously.  
Public Comments:  Walt Forsberg asked when the new keyholing ordinance would be released.  Coleman advised that the ordinance was not amended.
W. Bacon questioned why the statement regarding the ordinance not being meant to put neighbor against neighbor but for developers only was not put in the minutes.  Coleman stated that the minutes are not verbatim and the statement was not part of the motion.  

Walt Forsberg stated he feels that if a back lot owner offers to build a dock for a front lot property owner in exchange for docking privileges that would be the same things as money changing hands.  Hawthorne states that this keyholing ordinance was written to protect the lake owners from developers funneling people onto the lake.  The township never meant to get involved neighbor to neighbor.  She stated we don't have a boat docking ordinance.  Coleman stated that if there were any problems with noise or disruptive or driving around after hours that would be a civil matter and not up to the township to resolve.  W. Bacon wanted clarification that the ZBA's interpretation was that the docking of back lot owner boats was not a violation of the R-2 single family zoning.   Hawthorne stated that the ZBA ruled the boat docking issue was a customary and incidental use therefore was not a violation of the R-2 single family zoning. 

Comment was made about the concern of additional boat traffic.

John Viana stated that the overcrowding on the lake is a matter of opinion.  The only time he feels that the lake is overcrowded is the 4th of July weekend.
